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ELECTION OF DELEGATES

October 10, 2009
INSTRUCTIONS to ALL VOTERS

ELECTION DAY is Saturday, October 10, 2009
10am – 4 pm (in your time zone)
WELCOME to all who wish to vote in the CC2009 Delegate Election!

To be eligible to vote in the CC2009 Election, you must affirm, under penalty of perjury, on your Registration Form that you:

· are 18 years of age or older on October 10, 2009
· are a citizen of the United States of America

· currently reside in one of the 50 states or the District of Columbia
· support The Declaration of Independence, The U.S. Constitution, and the purpose of the Continental Congress 2009 which is: To end and reverse the violations to The Constitution of The United States of America and to restore constitutional governance. 
There are FOUR Voting Options:
Option A:
In-Person Voting at a CC2009 Voting Center on Oct. 10, 2009

Option B:
Mail-In Voting – Ballot and Registration arrive no later than Oct. 9th
Option C:
Out-of-Country Military or Homebound Voting 

Option D:
Disabled Voting
FIRST, before selecting your Voting Option, check here to find out what means of voting is being offered in YOUR state (or in the District of Columbia).  Some states have no Voting Centers and are offering Mail-In Voting only. Some states have Voting Centers and are also offering Mail-In Voting. So, first find out what has been set up in your state. Then, select which Voting Option best serves you.
OPTION A:    IN-PERSON VOTING AT A CC2009 VOTING CENTER   

If you are going to a CC2009 Voting Center, know that you will be participating in a constitutionally-valid election process using hand-counted paper ballots.  You have a right to see your vote and know that your vote was counted!  

1. Go to the CC2009 Voting Center  between 10am and 4pm

2. The Voting Center Volunteers will show you what to do!
3. You are welcome to stay past 4pm and observe the hand counting of the ballots and posting of final results.

OPTION B:    MAIL-IN VOTING 
Please Note: There are TWO options your state may choose as to where the voters should send their registration forms and ballots: a) a location in your state, or b) the CC2009 Election Headquarters in Austin, TX.     

1. Go to the website of the Continental Congress 2009 at www.cc2009.us  
2. Click on the link to “CC2009 Election MAIL-IN Ballot, Registration Form and Voting Instructions” to find the forms for your state. 
3. Verify if your registration and ballot should be sent to a P.O. Box in your state or if they should be sent to the Election Headquarters P.O. Box in Austin, TX.
4. Print BOTH your Mail-In Registration Form AND the Mail-In Ballot. 

5. Fill out the Mail-In Registration Form except for your signature which must be written in the presence of a Notary Public. (Your bank will typically provide notary services at no charge.)
6. Mark your ballot with an ink pen. Do NOT use a pencil. NOTE:  ANY BALLOT WITH VOTES FOR MORE THAN THREE NOMINEES WILL NOT BE COUNTED.
7. Fold your notarized Mail-In Registration Form and place it into a sealed business-size envelope and write “Registration Form” on the front. 
8. Fold your marked Mail-In Ballot and place it into a sealed business-size envelope and write “Ballot” on the front. 
9. Put BOTH letter-size envelopes inside a larger envelope and write the correct P.O. Box address on it.  
10. Double-check where to mail your registration and ballot - to a P.O. Box in your state or to the Election Headquarters P.O. Box in Austin, TX.
11. Mail the larger envelope containing your Registration Form and your Ballot so that it will arrive at the correct P.O. Box address no later than October 9, 2009. Allow 3-5 days for the mail system.
12. Election Results for your state will be posted on the CC 2009 website after all the ballots have been counted.    
OPTION C:   OUT-OF-COUNTRY MILITARY or HOMEBOUND VOTING 
Eligible voters who are in the military but are stationed out of the country on October 10, 2009 or who are homebound are permitted to have a friend or family member “walk-in” their registration form and ballot to a CC2009 Voting Center. If there is no Voting Center in their state, these two categories of voters will have to proceed with OPTION B for Mail-In Voting – including the notarization requirement - outlined above.
To have your Registration Form and Ballot “Walked-In” to a Voting Center:
1. Go to the website of the Continental Congress 2009 at www.cc2009.us  
2. Click on the link to “CC2009 Election MILITARY/ HOMEBOUND WALK-IN Ballot, Registration Form and Voting Instructions” to find the forms for your state.
3. Print BOTH your WALK-IN Registration Form and Ballot.
4. Mark your ballot with an ink pen. Do NOT use a pencil. NOTE:  ANY BALLOT WITH VOTES FOR MORE THAN THREE NOMINEES WILL NOT BE COUNTED.
5. Fold your Mail-In Registration Form and place it into a sealed business-size envelope and write “Registration Form” on the front.
6. Fold your Mail-In Registration Form and place it into a sealed business-size envelope and write “Registration Form” on the front.
7. Put BOTH letter-size envelopes inside a larger envelope and send or give it to a friend or relative who will take it to a CC2009 Voting Center on October 10, 2009. (Military voters may wish to fax their completed registration form and marked ballot to their designated friend or family member in order to make the October 10, 2009 deadline.)
8. The designated friend or family member who is named on the Registration Form is allowed to walk-in forms and ballots for no more than TWO Military or Homebound Voters.
9. When the designated friend or family members arrives at the Voting Center, he/she should then proceed with OPTION A.

OPTION D:   DISABLED VOTING
If you are disabled, i.e., visually-impaired, blind and/or physically-disabled, and need a ballot designed to make it possible for you to mark a ballot independently and privately in the CC2009 Delegate Election, then proceed as follow:
1. Contact Karen Renick at karen@voterescue.org to request a modified Registration Form and modified Ballot as described on Page 10 of the “Delegate Election Procedures Handbook” which is on the CC2009 website under “Resources”.
2. If the Disabled Voter is Homebound, then proceed with OPTION C.

3. If the Disabled Voter is able to travel to a Voting Center on Election Day - if there is one in his/her state - then proceed with OPTION A and bring your modified registration Form and Ballot with you.
